Instructions Fun Board

General Advice

1. Always play this game together
with your cat.

2. Select a good starting time: start
the game when your cat is awake
and in a playful mood. Do not start
just after she has eaten. Alterna-
tively, you could feed her while
playing, by replacing the treats
with the normal dry food. This
prevents overfeeding and makes
mealtimes more exciting and
interesting.

3. Set the game up in a place where
your cat feels relaxed and undis-
turbed.

4. 5it next to your cat and observe
her subtly and calmly. Try to avoid
staring, as this can make your cat
feel restrained.

5. To motivate your cat at the start,
use treats which are especially
tasty for her.

6. Help your cat at the beginning to
master the task to keep her moti-
vated. It is important that your
cat — especially early on —is
successful quickly, so that she
connects the game with a positive
experience.

7. Although cats are naturally play-
ful, some have almost forgotten
how to play. These cats need to
be taught gently and patiently
how to play.

8. Some cats are excellent observers
and imitators and can learn very

well by watching.

Important:

Cats react very differently to new
toys. Many are highly motivated to
play right from the beginning with
the “Cat Activity” toy range. Others
need a little time to get used to the
toys. They will ignore the toys at
first, only later to become com-
pletely enthusiastic about playing
with them. There are also cats that
enjoy concentrating for a long time
on a game, while others prefer to
play in smaller doses, but more
frequently. Whichever way your cat
decides, allow her time to deal with
the game in her own way.

Attention: Kittens might get struck
in the mugs with their heads.
Therefore cats under the age of 3
month or with a weight less then 15
kg should use the Fun Board under

supervision only. If necessary the
mugs can be removed until the cat
is grown.

We wish you and your cat lots of
fun and success.

Place the Fun Board on a sheltered
location. Let your cat watch you
dispensing cat treats generously in
the different modules to arouse the
cat's interest. One of the feeding
times is ideal for playing with the
Fun Board the first time.

ﬁ Globe Module:

Transparent elements are a special
challenge for a cat since it does not
see moving objects on a short
distance as detailed as humans.
Here they can investigate the
position of the globe’s opening and
the treat by groping and smelling.
Also they use the flexibility of its
paws, the possible application of its
claws as well as their fantastic sense
of smell. Dry treats even make
interesting noises when falling back
into the globe. The noise allows the
cat to locate them and thus
provides an additional stimulation.

@ Peg Module:

This module allows the pet to make
out the booty visually from a
distance and map out a strategy to
get it with the help of its paws or
even the claws.

9 Alley Module:

This module allows the cat to
capture when lying and thus it is
especially suitable for older animals
or those with a lower tolerance
limit. They can easily get the
“booty" out by neatly turning their
paws, spreading their toes or pulling
out the claws.

0 Tongue Module:

This module is not suitable for toys
but e. g for liquid treats or even
water. The slots hinder the cat from
getting out the "booty" with the
paw. The best way to get it out is to
try with the tongue and since this is
not that easy either, the cat can try
out different strategies and exercise
its ability with the tongue. It is a
particularly interesting module even

for blind or seriously handicapped
animals.

B Tunnel Element:

The tunnel offers the cat the
possibility use its complete paw.
Many cats love this "mouse hole
effect”. This module is particularly
suitable for hiding toys which the
cat can stow away again after
having caught it. It is excellent for
sneaking up, lurking and reaching
out for any toys or treats.

Tip:

Should your cat not like any treats
or toys you might make the Fun
Board interesting with the help of e.
g. blades of cat grass. Make a knot
into it and cut off the overlaying
grass. Dispense several fresh grass
knots on the Fun Board.
