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Online services

Navitel.Traffic

This service provides real-time information about density of traffic on the map. If a part of a road is marked green on the map, this
means that road traffic here is normal, if it is marked yellow - traffic is rather dense, orange - traffic is heavy, red - there is a traffic
jam. To configure the service select“Menu” > “Settings” > “Online services".

Navitel.Friends

The “Navitel.Friends” interactive service allows viewing positions of friends on the map in real-time, to plan a route using their coor-
dinates, or to share coordinates of other points and exchange messages. To turn the service on select “Menu” > “Settings” > “Online
services” and switch on the “Turn on Navitel.Friends” toggle.

Navitel.Events

This interactive service allows users to mark and see on the map other users’marks of the various types of road events.
