( SAFETY REQUIREMENTS )

1. WARNING! Reminding the user and guardian please read the operation instruction before using
and please preserve the instruction properly for the reference later. If don’t use it according to the
operation instruction it is possible to influence the baby safety.

2. WARNING! Never leave the child unattended.

3. WARNING! The child will be able to reach further and move rapidly when in the baby walker.

4. WARNING! Prohibit to use the product nearby stairs, threshold and sidestep. It only can be used
on the flat and safe places. Ensure the product not to overturn when it is to be used normally.

5. WARNING! Guard all fires, heating and cooking appliances.

6. WARNING! Remove hot liquids, electrical flexes and other potential hazards from reach.

7. WARNING! Prevent collisions with glass in doors, windows and furniture.

8. WARNING! Do not use the baby walker if any components are broken or missing.

9. WARNING! The child must stayed in the baby walker no more than 20 minutes.

10. WARNING! This baby walker is intended to be used by children who can sit unaided
approximately from 6 months. It is not intended for children weighting more than 12 kgs.

11. WARNING! Do not use replacement parts other than those approved by the manufacturer or
distributor.

12. WARNING! This product is not suit to the baby who can not sit or the one who can walk.

13. WARNING! Before using, please make sure all locking devices are locked.

14. WARNING! When the child is in the baby walker its legs must be in touch with ground.

15. WARNING! Do not lift and move the baby walker when the child is in it.
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( MAINTENANCE AND CARE )

In order to ensure that your children is away from accidental injures please, carry out regular
inspection and maintenance of the baby walker.

1. The baby walker is the tool for the baby to learn walking. To avoid accident with the child please
regularly check the product.

2. Check the belts, the bolts and all parts before use.

3. Check if locking mechanism is in good order.

4. For the protection of the baby’s healthy and cleanness the seat should always be washed and
dried.

5. This baby walker is made by plastic, iron pipes, cloth and sponge. Do not store the baby cot in wet,
cold or high temperature environment.

6. Do not overload the baby walker.

1. INSTALLATION OF THE SEAT Front side of the seat
- Direct the pins “a” on the front side of the seat

to the corresponding holes “b” on the top plate %

and push by clicking. (figure A)

- Direct the pins on the back side of the seat to \ a

the corresponding holes on the top plate and
push by clicking. (figure B) Fig. A

2. PREPARATION OF THE MUSIC PANEL
- Unlock the toy panel an take it off. ? 1
- Open the battery cover which is located on
the underside of the toy plate.

- Install the batteries according to the cell

polarity.
- Close well the battery cover by using screw-
driver.
(. Before installing the battery, please loosen the lid of the battery; )
then, install the battery according to its polarity; at last lock the lid of
battery;
» Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged, while -+ AA1 . 5V
rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult
supervision. _
« Different types of batteries or new and used batteries are not to be AA1 . 5V +
mixed.
« Batteries without power are to be removed from the toy plate as +| AA1.5V
soon as possible.
* Please make sure the supply terminals are not to be short-
\_ circuited. y,

3. INSTALLATION OF THE TOY PLATE

- Put the toy panel into the corresponding
position, then turn the lock (petal) into
intersection location with upper tray. It will be
locked. (figure A)

- Turn the lock (petal) into non-intersection
location with upper tray. The toy panel can be
taken off. (figure B)

4. INSTALLATION OF THE WHEELS

- Install the both front wheel into the holes
which are located on the bottom side of the
down plate.




6. ADJUSTING THE HEIGHT OF THE TOP
PLATE

A: Press the front part of the lock down and it
will be unlocked.

B: Move the pipe forward. The top plate will be
adjusted down.

C: When adjusted to the satisfied height
please, turn the lock.
