Author’s note

The French press used the term “ace” for the first time
in spring 1915, designating a master of air combat. High
attention to the newborn arm of service — Air Force — was
combination of two circumstances: prewar glorification
of pilots, who were more like stars, and small number
of pilots, which made possible to track all their victories.
The term “ace” had two meanings by 1916: a pilot with over
five air victories or an outstanding master of his work (not
necessarily a fighter or a pilot in general).

As intensity of air battles grew, it became more difficult
to keep track of individual victories, but this did not concern
fighter pilots. Reasons were the same: attitude towards
pilots and a clear visibility of dogfights compared to air
bombardment or leading artillery fire.

Due to small numbers compared to other arms of service
and air force tactics, air force produced an illusion of return
of knighthood, which was lost in era of mass armies and modern
weapons. Air battles between individual fighter pilots were
perceived as noble duels, which was far from reality.

Clear visibility of results of air battles also spurred
competition, both between individual pilots and fighter
units. One started making lists of aces already during the war.
When one could see statistics of aces’ victories compared
to all fighter aces, this only spurred interest to the topic.

By the times of the Second World War Air Forces became
much more numerous, while pilots lost most of their glorious
image, but little changed when it came to the aces: the same
factors remained. After the war interest to the topic did not fade.

Author of this work dedicated over 10 years to archive
research of Soviet fighter aces that scored more than five
victories in one or several wars or conflicts. This resulted
in series of books on Soviet fighter aces, the latest of which
our publishing house released in early 2014 («All Stalin’s
aces 1936-1953»/Mikhail Bykov, Moscow, Yauza-press,
2014. —1392 pages. [ISBN 978-5-9955-0712-3).

After the first book was published, many air history
fans addressed me with a wish to see a cultured section
on the fighter aces’ aircraft, but the book format did not
allow for good quality photos. It is now possible to make
a separate book on this topic, which could be seen as a visual
addition to the above mentioned book, or could be seen
as an individual book, as it has short bio of the aces.

A short note on contents of the book. Any aircraft’s
appearance consists of several parts, some of which are basic
and some are auxiliary:

They first part is:

1) Standard camouflage;

2) Standard air force tactical markings;

3) Serial and tactical numbers of a given Air Force;

The second part is:

4) Temporary and permanent markings of the units,
large units and regiments — fast battle recognition makings,
divisional, regimental and corps tactical markings and signs;

Dedicated to cherished memory of Leonard Kachan

5) Victory markings of individual pilots or, much more
rarely, individual aircraft;

6) Individual emblems and signs of individual pilots and
crews — so called nose art;

One can say the following when speaking about the Soviet
aces’ fighter aircraft in the Great Patriotic War. Points 1 to 3
were always there, point 4 as well, as usual. Points 5 and 6
made the ace aircraft different from the others, and this
requires a special explanation.

In order not to repeat myself, I would like to address
heritage of Vasily Vahlamov —one of the first researchers
of camouflage and markings of the Soviet Air Force. His works
are a Bible for all Soviet Air Force history fans. I quote
several vast parts of this work dedicated to designation of air
victories in the Red Army and Red Navy Air Force in the
Great Patriotic War. The article was published in Aviamaster
magazine, #4, 2000.

«It is well known that Soviet pilots of the Great Patriotic
War marked their victories with small red stars on the sides
of their planes. One could stop here. However, approach
to this matter was individual in every air regiment, while
the USSR had over 1000 air regiments at that time. The area
of research is huge. It is worth noting that officially victory
tallies were not regulated by any rules and main sources
of information are veteran memoirs and faded photos.
All these sources are quite fragmentary due to obvious
reasons, so any generalization of “Victory markings
in the Soviet Air Force” should be treated with a certain
doubt. There are no signs of victory markings on the Russian
and Soviet aircraft before the Great Patriotic War. One can
assume that they merely did not exist. This did not exist
in the First World War and Civil War, while victory tallies
were rather modest. Soviet volunteers in Spain and China
confessed collectivism and as a rule did not mark their
individual victories on aircraft or even in documents.
Fighter regiments at Khalhin-Gol and in Finland already
had a system of noting down air victories, but never depicted
them on the aircraft, although some pilots had probably seen
victory markings on Legion Condor and Japanese aircraft.
Shortness of conflicts, unwillingness to draw attention
of a dangerous opponent (Khalhin-Gol), small number
of victories (Finland) and, as one can put it, lack of need
for self-expression. The first months of the Great Patriotic
War saw staggering losses of Soviet Air Force and a need
for surviving pilots to fight with tremendous intensity,
learn from the enemy and maintain morale. Apparently,
our pilots saw victory markings on German fighters already
in 1941 and took a note of them in order to produce Soviet
analogue few months later. However, during a retreat there
was no time to color aircraft. In addition, any additional
marking on an aircraft created a higher risk to be shot down.
By spring 1942 the Soviet Air Force had enough pilots



with vast experience, high victory tally and self-assurance,
which caused initiative. Commanders and political workers
were also looking for ways of boosting morale and battle
readiness. This is the time — late spring and early summer
1942 —when small victory stars appeared on the sides
of Soviet fighters. From the photos we can see that this
happened almost simultaneously in many regiments from
Kola Peninsula tothe Black Sea. Examples are all fighter units
of the Karelian Front, 154" Fighter Regiment at Leningrad,
and the 434™ Fighter Regiment of ace pilots heading
for Stalingrad. Yak-1 of M. D. Baranov, top ace of that time
from the 183" Fighter Regiment is decorated with numerous
victory stars. Most likely, victory stars were first painted by
pilots themselves later found support and understanding
on all levels. In some regiments some standardization could
be made by oral conversation, in some regiments — with
written orders. Some regiments did not follow the new
tradition for the same reasons as in 1941 — high losses, heavy
air combat, unwillingness to draw attention or simple lack
of aces in a regiment. A new tradition soon resulted in quite
official orders. We do not know whether these orders were
made on Air Force Command level, but an order on victory
markings on Air Defense aircraft was published as early as
September 7, 1942. Air Force General-Major Osipenko,
commander of the Homeland Air Defense Air Force,
approved the corresponded Manual. As these documents
not only mention the order of victory stars in Air Defence
regiments (there were dozens of Air Defence Fighter
regiments), they also give you you an idea what other orders
could be like, so we cite them almost completely with
original spelling.

Order #073, Air Defense Fighter Aviation, September 7, 1942

1. In order to reward pilots that have distinguished
themselves in battles for the Soviet Motherland against
the German invaders, in order to promote their battle merits
and graphically demonstrate their victories, I order to introduce
air victory markings on the aircrafft.

4. Pilots that have downed over5 enemy aircraft, should
be a matter of special attention. Every new victory of such pilots
should be immediately reported.

7. Chief of Staff should write a manual “On designation
of air victories on our aircraft” and present it to me on
October 9, 1942.

Homeland Air Defense Fighter Aviation Commander, Air
Force General-Major Osipenko

Manual on air victories designation on our aircraft.

Air Defense Fighter units should mark air victories
in the following order:

1. An honorable sign designating an air victory should
be a five-cornered red star, size 15 cm, with 1 cm lining in silver.

2. The above mentioned sign should be painted in the center
of fuselage or the left side at the front edge of stabilizer.

3. Every next air victory is designated with a separate
sign, distance between signs is 4 inch, and direction is towards
cockpit.

4. Painting of the first and the next victory stars is done only
after official unit’s order.

5. Only pitlots that have confirmed air victories
are authorized to paint victory stars on their aircraft.
If an aircraft is transferred from one pilot to another, number
of victory stars should be corresponding to the new pilot’s
victory tally.

6. Counting of air victories starts from beginning of the Great
Patriotic War.

7. Air victories are counted only after confirmation
in accordance with requirements of People’s Commissariat
of Defense G 0299 and 0685 of September 9, 1942.

8. When transferred to another unit, a pilot gets a certificate
on number of air victories signed by regiment commander
and regiment commissar.

Changes to the Manual:

Add to point 2: the victory sign it painted on the center
of the fuselage next to the large red star.

Add to point 3: every next air victory is marked
with individual sign with 10 cm interval, towards the cockpit.
In case all space between the large red star and the cockpit
is full, the next victory stars are painted above the first line
in the same order.

As one can see, there were a lot of questions to be solved
before painting victory stars: what was an air victory, which
colorwould a victory star have and where it should be painted.
It was most common to note only individual victories.
One more reason for this, however, was a growing tendency
not to note down group victories — a victory would be given
to one of the pilots as an individual one. In this case the stars
had a traditional red (sometimes white) color without lining
or had a white lining, much more rarely — black, silver
or other lining. In some cases group and personal victories
were marked separately. Two colors were used for this: red
for personal and white/yellow for group victories. White
(yellow) stars could also have a red lining...

Sometimes all air victories were just counted together
and a rather average pilot that had, say, two personal air
victories and eight group victories, would paint ten victory
stars on his aircraft, which looked like an a great ace.
This system was common (with exceptions, of course)
on the Karelian Front, where, judging from same type
of stars, there was some standard order, which is not yet



found. Tomahawks, Kittyhawks and Hurricanes carried
from 10 to 30 stars for pilots with rather modest real results.

A place for the “constellation” of victory stars varied
greatly. The left side was predominantly the main place.
One mounts an aircraft from the left, like mounting a horse.
This is explained by anatomy — one stands on the left leg and
shifts the right into a cockpit (or into saddle). That is why
the left side is the main one (in blueprints the left view is also
the main one). The right side was used much more rarely,
mostly on P-39 aircraft. The explanation is the same —
the cockpit door of Airacobra opened on the right (the left
one was ejected only during bailout) and the right side was
the main one. There were pilots that wanted to demonstrate
their victories to all and painted stars on both sides. P-39 was
the most typical in this matter. It is possible that many more
aircraft were painted from both sides, but there are too few
photographs of the same aircraft from both sides. Victory
stars could be painted in all possible places from spinner
to rudder. Airacobras most commonly carried the stars
on the front part, as there was a perfect free space for them
there. One more typical Aerocobra place for victory stars
was the right cockpit door. On all other aircraft victory stars
were almost always painted behind the cockpit or under it
(however, this also happened with P-39 as well, the stars were
painted above engine exhaust pipes). Sometimes victory
stars were next to the large one — they were placed along its
axle or straigt on top of it. Very rarely victories were painted
between the fuselage star and tail. Victory stars on the tail are
most typical for pilots of the Black Sea Fleet and Northern
Fleet Air Force.

To make victory stars even more visible, they were
sometimes painted against a rectangular background,
normally red (or white — author’s note), which was called
a board. This was officially permitted in the 7" Air Army.
The 324th Fighter Division, which was part of the Army,
issued an order in February 1945: “Length of the board
for the stars is 50 cm, width 25 cm. “Length of the board
Sfor victory stars is 50 cm, width 25 cm. The lining is white with
width of 1 cm.” Very rarely swastikas or crosses were used
as victory markings. Two units are known for this — a French
squadron, later Fighter Regiment Normandia — Neman,
and units of the 3™ and 6™ Air Armies. It was quite normal
forthe French pilots of the West to depict their victories in this
way, so they continued this on the Eastern Front. A swastika
was completely strange for the Soviet units, but crossing it
over restored the ideological balance. Swastikas were placed
on a decorative roll of the 274™ (4" Guards) Fighter Division
and the 42" Fighter Regiment from late autumn 1942.
It seems that they were replaced with standard victory stars
from mid-1943. In any case, later photos with these signs are
not yet found ...

There was one more approach to victory tally, which was quite
common — a complete ignoring of it. This was typical for pilots
who did not accept self-advertising or bragging in war, while any
aircraft’s decoration is exactly self-advertising. Such pilots through
that it was absolutely not necessary to show the enemy who is their
opponent — a former cadet or a well-experienced ace...”
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Individual emblems and signs on aircraft of Soviet aces
emerged in greater numbers in the later part of the war.
Content and topics of nose signs of the Stalin’s falcons’
aircraft were quite varying, but vast majority of them were
of heroic and patriotic connotation, reflecting a closing
victory over the hated enemy. Predators—lions, tigers,
eagles, falcons, ospreys etc. were quite popular, symbolizing
the might of Soviet weaponry. The defeated enemy, however
strange it might seem, was depicted in a rather pitiful,
but human shape, orin ashape of an aircraft. Rather common
was painting a high decoration, received by the pilot (Golden
Star of the Hero of the Soviet Union, Order of Aleksandr
Nevski etc.).

Themes of individual signs on the aircraft were also
very varying: dedications to home cities of the pilots
“3a Odeccy “ (For Odessa) on V. Tuchinski’s Airacobra),
memory and revenge for killed comrade (3a Bacvka u 2Kopy
(For Vasyok and Zhora) on A. Ruzin’s La-5FN, “I revenge
for Vanya Kornienko” on Yak-1 by G. Merkviladze)
and so on.

Itisalso necessary to note that even the top-ranking pilots
often did not have personal aircraft. Even when they had
personal aircraft, often they would fly other aircraft of their
regiment, when their personal one was under repairs or was
not ready for combat. Even though many regiments ordered
every pilot to have a personal aircraft, often pilots would fly
the aircraft that was ready for combat (fueled, loaded with
ammo etc.). This was especially common in early war, when
regiments had very few aircraft and many pilots due to heavy
materiel losses.

Due to many reasons (explanation of these reasons
could be a topic for an individual research) there are
rather few photos with Soviet combat aircraft, and photos
where a complete aircraft would be visible, are even rarer.
In order to recreate the camouflage of a given aircraft I had
to use any available information — photos of the other aircraft
of the same regiment, narration of veterans, texts from
the regiment archives etc. This information often cannot
be confirmed by other sources, so many fighter aircraft ace
camouflage schemes are more or less imaginary. Sometimes
photos from private collections or archives correct or prove
my assumptions to be wrong.

A few words about the contents of this book. There
are 150 camouflage schemes of Soviet fighter aces of the
Great Patriotic War. In order to cover as many aces as
possible, I tried to follow “one aircraft —one pilot” rule,
making an exception only for top ace of the Red Army Air
Force and all Allies — Ivan Kozhedub. Three camouflage
schemes are allotted for him. In addition to color scheme
which is complemented with confirming photos, every ace
is provided with short bio and a portrait (if available). I tried
to describe the camouflage as clearly as possible in the text.
Of course, the book does not cover all known camouflage



of Soviet fighter aces, so an expansion of this book is possible,
if the book finds interest among readers.
