SAFE OPERATING AND CARE INSTRUCTIONS
FOR HOUSEHOLD FURNITURE

(chairs, ottomans, poufs)

RULES AND CONDITIONS FOR SAFE OPERATION

1. The product must be used for its intended purpose (functional purpose -
for sitting). It 1s not allowed to expose pieces of furniture to an unusual load.
Permissible maximum load: seat - 100 kg, backrest - 25 kg, armrest - 20 kg. It is
not recommended to stand with your feet on the product.

2. Furniture products which supplied disassembled must be assembled in
accordance with the manufacture's assembly instructions.

3. Water and other liquids must be prevented from entering furniture
elements which are in contact with the floor.

4. Do not place furniture products near heat sources (closer than 1 m). The
heating temperature of furniture elements must not exceed +40°C.

5. Do not put hot objects on the surface of the product without special
support.

FURNITURE CARE INSTRUCTIONS

I. Pieces of furniture must be installed on flat surfaces.

2. Fastener assemblies of detachable connections must be screw tightly. It
is necessary to check the reliability of the screw connections at least once a year,
and if the fastening hardware 1s loosened, tighten screws and other connections.

3. The product must be protected from mechanical damages (impacts and
scratches). Do not draw sharp (cutting) objects on the surface of furniture, do not
hit the surface of furniture with heavy hard objects.

4. In order to prevent the occurrence of all sorts of mechanical damage, it
is not allowed to move the product by dragging.

5. Remove dust from the surface with soft cloths (flannel, calico). In the
case of stubborn dirt, use a special furniture cleaner suitable for the type of
coating. Do not use household cleaners that are not intended for furniture care. It
is forbidden to use preparations containing ammonia, solvents and abrasive
substances when cleaning the product. Do not use household cleaners that are
not intended for furniture care.

6. It 1s recommended to operate the furniture in rooms with an air
temperature of at least + 2°C, and a relative humidity of 45-70%.

7. Do not expose the elements of the product to direct sunlight for a long
time, do not allow the ingress of chemically active substances on the external and
internal surfaces of the furniture.

MANUFACTURER'S WARRANTY

All furniture products are covered under warranty for 18 months provided
that operations rules for use are followed.

1. The disadvantages (defects) of furniture are not:

- a specific smell of the furniture materials, within two pomts. A slightly
pronounced smell may persist for some time after opening the package and
assembling the product. To speed up the weathering process, it is recommended
to vacuum the furniture surface and ventilate the room;

- residual deformations of soft elements within 10%;

- deviation from overall dimensions within 20 mm (for chairs, deviations of
up to 10 mm are allowed);

- the presence of noise in the form of a squeak and clicks in the
transformation mechanisms;:

- wrinkles on the facing material of soft elements that appear after the
removal of loads and disappear after smoothing by hand, as well as the
appearance of folds on the cover, since the cover i1s not facing material;

- folds, gathers, tightenings on the facing material, due to the artistic
decision, as well as folds on the armrests and back of the product;

- small hair cracks ("cracking effect"), abrasions of the furniture covering
made of genuine leather, arising from the operation of furniture;

- the presence of pilles lints on the fabric, which are a characteristic feature
of this fabric;

- not sharply expressed curvatures of finishing lines and seams on the
upholstery material, determined by the method of external examination of the
elements as a whole:

- the presence of features in furniture elements due to the stylistic idea of
the manufacturer of initial materials, in particular: texture elements and shades of
solid wood, natural veneer and materials imitating them.
