8.2. If defect is identified or the lamp breaks down through the manufacturer’s
fault, prior to the warranty term expiration, turn to the retailer which sold the
lamp, to be exchanged for the same item or refund.

8.3. The warranty becomes not valid and the manufacturer is considered no
longer responsible in the event of failure to comply with the safety requirements,
improper installation, misuse, or the modification of the lamp design and/or elec-
trical circuit without the manufacturer's approval.

Warranty repairs are performed by the Supplier's service center.
NOTE: Sockets may acquire a yellow hue in the process of operation due to
thermal effect of plastic bulbs, which is not defect of the product.
