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AUDIO SETTINGS

To enter sound settings, use the DSP icon | from the application menu. The audio settings

interface has three settings screens.

The device is equipped with a digital signal processor DSP.

In this application you can fine-tune the sound according to your preferences, there are many
settings for bass, mid and high frequencies, volume and much more. There are 5 preset equalizer
profiles available, as well as the ability to save a custom one.

In the balance settings submenu, you can adjust the relative volume of the speakers to achieve
the desired sound. The adjustment is made by dragging a point along the car interior diagram.
The user is also given the opportunity to adjust the overall sound picture for the selected place in
the car interior.
