ATTENTION: Please read and save this manual. Please read these instructions carefully before assembling, in-
stalling, operating, or maintaining this product. Protect yourself and others by following all safety instructions. Fail-
ure to follow the safety instructions may result in personal injury and / or damage! Save these instructions for future
reference. ALL IMAGES ARE ILLUSTRATIVE. DESIGN AND EQUIPMENT MAY VARY.

Product purpose
The hydraulic transmission rack is designed for lifting and moving loads during the installation and dismantling of
components and assemblies on vehicles installed on an observation pit, overpass or lift. The combination of a hy-
draulic cylinder and a pump in a single housing ensures autonomy, high efficiency and safety during vehicle repairs
and maintenance.

Preparing for work
Unpack the transmission rack and carefully check the contents of the package. If there is a shortage or any parts are
damaged, contact the supplier as soon as possible.

1. Screw the wheels to the rack legs as shown in the picture.

2. Screw the legs to the rack and make sure that the rack body is positioned at right angles to the floor before
tightening the screws on the rack legs.

3. Place the gripper on the hydraulic cylinder stem.

4. Remove the oil transport plugs and insert the working plugs.

Unscrew the breather plug 2-3 turns (indicated by the arrow on the rack body). Failure to do so can
cause the transmission rack to fail.

Working procedure

1. Preparing the rack for handling cargo.

1.1 Make sure that the capture is omitted to the end. Install the rack in the center under the load, and use the handles
located on the rack body to move it.

1.2 While pressing the foot pump pedal (see figure), raise the gripper to the desired level.

1.3 When the gripper is directly under the load, make sure that the load is in the center of the gripper.

2. Lowering the load.

2.1 Before starting lowering, make sure that the weight is positioned in the center and is firmly attached to the rack
handle.

2.2 Turn the exhaust valve slowly counterclockwise. The grip will slowly drop to its lowest point. Attention! The
faster you turn the valve handle, the faster the load will be lowered. Lower the gripper slowly to avoid possible
falling of the load.

3. Transportation of the rack.

3.1 Before moving, lower the load so that the gripper is fully lowered. Once again, make sure that the load is properly
secured to the rack.

3.2 Using the handles, move the rack to the desired repair area.

4. Lifting the load.

4.1 Carefully lift the gripper with the load by pressing the foot pump pedal.



Safety requirements

1. Use the transmission rack only on a flat, hard surface, preferably concreted. Make sure that this surface is
well cleaned. To avoid causing damage to health or property, do not use the rack on gravel or any other soft, flexible
surface where the rack could get stuck or even tip over. Attention! If the rack is overturned or tilted, stop all actions
in the vicinity of the rack and move to a safe distance, do not attempt to hold or stabilize the rack.

2. Before using, make sure that the weight and dimensions of the load do not exceed the load capacity of the
rack. Adjust the rack for the best possible stability, and make sure that the surface on which the rack is located does
not slip. Use non-slip shoes. Attention! Before lowering or moving the rack, make sure that the weight on the rack
gripper is installed and well fixed at the required level and place.

3. The speed of lowering the load on the rack depends on the weight of the load and the setting of the lowering
valve. Warning! Do not use the rack if any parts are damaged or missing.

4. Do not exceed the permissible load capacity of the rack.

Do not raise or lower the cargo lift while the rack is in use.

Do not transport the rack if the rack handle is raised.

Do not allow the rack to get wet, be used in a damp room or humid environment.
Use the rack only for its intended purpose.

9. Do not make any changes to the design of the rack, do not alter, do not change the settings of the safety valve.

10.Contact a qualified technician to lubricate the rack and perform other maintenance work.

11.Do not use brake fluid to refuel the hydraulic system, use only good quality "hydraulic" oil.

12.1f the rack is not to be used for a long time, all parts of the rack must be thoroughly cleaned of grease, oil,
etc. During storage, when not in working order, the rack handle must always be lowered.
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Troubleshooting issues
The rack does not rise
The rack only rises to half of its possible height
The rack does not hold a raised load
Difficult lifting of the rack
Oil is leaking from the rack

1. The hydraulic oil has run out, the valve on the suction side or the discharge valve is defective. The exhaust
valve is open. Contact your authorized dealer's service center. Close the exhaust valve.

2. Insufficient amount of hydraulic oil or vice versa an excess of it. Contact your authorized dealer's service
center.

3. The valve or piston is defective. Contact your authorized dealer's service center.

4. The stem is defective. Contact your authorized dealer's service center.

5. The breather plug was not opened. The counter needs to be repaired.

Recommendations for repair and maintenance
Keep the rack clean.
Periodically lubricate all moving parts with engine oil.
The oil tank is tightly packed, do not open it. If you have any service questions, please contact your authorized

wh e

dealer.

4. Periodically add and completely change the hydraulic oil in the rack hydraulic cylinder every 12 months. For
this purpose, use a special hydraulic oil of good quality. If possible, do not mix different types of oils.

5. Periodically check the pump piston and rod for corrosion, and if there are signs of corrosion, clean these
areas with an oiled cloth.

Recycling
If the equipment is written off after prolonged use, it must be dismantled and disposed of. Before dismantling, it is
necessary to drain the oil from the cylinder, which must also be disposed of in accordance with the requirements of
the legislation in force in the country where the equipment is located.

Warranty obligations
The warranty period for the product (for a factory defect) is calculated starting from the date of its sale. During the
warranty period, the buyer is entitled to free repair of the product upon confirmation of defects resulting from an
established defect in materials or manufacturing defects.

The repair period depends on its complexity and the availability of spare parts at stock and is carried out within the
time limits established by local laws.



The product is not covered for free warranty repair in the following cases:

- absence of the warranty card, incorrect, incomplete filling or presence of corrections in it;

- failure to comply with the requirements of the product's operating instructions;

- If the product is handed over for repair incomplete;
